The company employs 12
full time staff and 10 seasonal workers, partners with five cooperatives (1,500 members) and 15 CIGs (500 members),
and has an annual capacity of 72,000 tons of cassava, producing 10,500 tons of garri, 7,500 tons of cassava flour and
chips, plus 56 tons of avocados. In the past year it trained 1,200 farmers, uses solar energy in garri and avocado oil
processing, serves 1,500 regular customers and five bulk buyers, and targets health and beauty conscious women aged
